The City is committed to enhancing its stormwater system
to better manage flooding events, such as those caused
by Hurricanes lan and Milton.

We will be providing updates to our residents via Facebook and
onh our website to keep you informed of our progress. We have
both large and small-scale improvement projects that we will be
completing in our residential neighborhoods so stay tuned.
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As part of our storm preparations at the end of last week, our Public Works team identified a clogged
stormwater basin at the corner of Violet Street and Biscayne Avenue. Crews promptly cleaned and
cleared the basin to ensure proper drainage ahead of the anticipated weekend storms. These

proactive efforts help reduce localized flooding risks and keep our community safe.
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Publlc Works crews successfully comleted a forcemain repalr on Lantern Drive. Our team
is dedicated to improving our infrastructure.
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City crews reestablished the drainage area around the tennis courts on Palmetto Avenue. This
work will improve stormwater flow and help reduce water accumulation in the area.

Oak Lea and Lantern Park Bridges. This proactive improvement reinforces the canal
banks and helps reduce erosion, supporting long-term shoreline stability.
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Public Works crews completed repairs to the Bellewood stormwater basin and line as part of our ongoing
infrastructure maintenance efforts. The team repaired the bottom of the basin, poured flowable fill
around the exterior to properly seal and stabilize it, and installed a new basin top to ensure long-term
durability. These improvements help strengthen our stormwater system and support reliable

performance during heavy rainfall events.
