SOUTH DAYTONA RESIDENTS “GO GREEN”

It’s one thing to talk about “going green,” but some City residents are “walking the walk” when it comes to doing their part to
protect the environment and to cut energy costs. City Councilwoman Nancy Long and her husband, Jack, installed photovoltaic
(PV) solar panels on the roof of their home to help defray the cost of electricity and to conserve energy resources. Residents
Ralph and Betty Schoenherr, meanwhile, in what is believed to be the first effort of its kind in the City, recently installed what’s
known as a “closed-loop geothermal heating and cooling system.”

At the Long residence, light collected by solar panels is converted into electrical power. A solar
fan pulls hot air out of the attic, reducing the load on the air conditioner and a sun tunnel in the

kitchen adds natural light. “I’m really thrilled with it,” Nancy Long said. “We have cut our kilo-
— watt usage by thirty to forty percent.” Although the nearly $20,000 price tag is steep, the Longs
are awaiting an $8,000 rebate from the State of Florida and are eligible for a $6,000 federal tax
rebate. It’s more than just a return on investment, though, “it’s the right thing to do for the envi-
ronment,” she said.

Bill Gallagher, president of Holly Hill-based Solar Fit, said the return on investment for solar energy installations such as the
one he installed for the Longs varies with each client and situation. Solar water heaters are the least expensive investment, he
said, typically recouping costs in three to four years. PV panels take longer, but if the customer produces more power than
used, the utility company will buy the surplus energy.

While the Schoenherrs’ geothermal heating and cooling unit system isn’t a new innovation, the system employs new technol-
ogy to constantly re-circulate water in a pressurized, closed loop pipe. Older systems, sometimes referred to as “pump and
dump” operations, drew water from the ground, a pond or lake and then discharged the water back into the environment. In-
stalled by Holly Hill based Climate Control, the Schoenherrs’ system consists of nine 100-foot vertically bored holes containing
a buried pipe that carries water to an indoor unit. The system is based on the principle that underground temperatures remain
relatively constant year-round, said Shawn Hiss, vice-president of Climate Control. The unit uses the earth’s temperature to
heat and cool refrigerants, he said.

Although the Schoenherrs’ system cost about $17,000, he too, anticipates an investment return through a $5,000 tax credit, not-
ing he would have had to spend nearly $7,000 to replace his conventional unit. In addition to the geothermal conversion opera-
tion, Schoenherr also has upgraded the necessary insulation, and overall expects to save at least $1,000 a year in utility costs.
Geothermal, Hiss said, has become more cost-effective because of tax credits and the rising cost of energy, adding
“homeowners who convert to geothermal and do nothing else in the house will typically save between 50 to 60 percent a month
on their utility bill.”
